[Incomplete sentence: The sentence should read “Tony decided that he would
stay in the library until six o’clock, have dinner, and then go home. This was
wise.]

2.  I was really lucky to get a beautiful photograph of the sun setting

over Lake Okanagan with Bob’s camera.

[Misplaced modifier: The sentence should read “With Bob’s camera, I was
really lucky to get a beautiful photograph of the sun setting over Lake
Okanagan.”]
